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Presidentõs Corner by Randy Kaplin 

 
 For all those who didn't make it to the autocross, Bill Jaco-
bi tells me we missed a great event.  Although the weather 
was far from picture perfect, reportedly there was a good 
turnout by the autocrossers as they honed their skills for 
the upcoming season.  Additionally, Steve Canada, our 
club social chairman, did a great job with the Zio's dinner 
that had a spectacular turnout.   
 
Unfortunately I was unable to attend the autocross due to a PCA Zone 5 Presidents' Meeting in 
San Antonio that weekend (contrary to the popular belief that I was avoiding a certain gal who 
has vowed to beat me again this year).  The Presidents' Meeting was enjoyable and very in-
formative.  It was well attended by almost all of the Zone 5 Presidents as well as Zone 5 Repre-
sentative, James Shoffit, and PCA National Secretary, Caren Cooper.   
 
The trip to San Antonio for the Presidents' Meeting was rather eventful, but not in a good 
way.  On the way to San Antonio we stopped in Austin to view an interesting Porsche that was 
for sale by owner.  After driving the car and kicking the tires for about an hour Elinor and I were 
getting ready to head for San Antonio before nightfall when I noticed the rear tire looked 
low.  Normally I can't tell when these low profile tires are low because they look almost flat all 
the time, but this tire looked REAL LOW.  I pulled my tire gauge from my glove box and pro-
ceeded to check the tire pressure only to find the pressure was a whopping five pounds .... we 
have a big problem.  I visually inspected the tire and ran my hand all around the tire expecting 
to find some type of protrusion from my tire but could not feel or see anything.   
 
The owner of the Porsche for sale was kind enough to offer to fill my tire with air with his porta-
ble compressor so we could be on our way.  At first blush this sounded like a good idea.  But 
after giving it further thought, I decided it would be far worse to try to change a tire by the side 
of the road rather than in someone's drive.  After putting air in the tire I decided I should proba-
bly wait about five minutes to take a second reading so I could get a gauge for how quickly the 
tire was losing air.  After all, San Antonio was about an hour and half down the road.  After five 
minutes I had lost about five pounds .... scratch the idea of heading out on this tire.   
 
Next step was to change the tire and put on the "spare".  Looking at the spare I began to won-
der if this little skinny red motorcycle size tire would actually even get us down the road.  Read-
ing from the sidewall of the tire it indicated it needed 60 lbs. of pressure and you should not ex-
ceed 50 mph while using the spare.  Needless to say, the tire didn't have the required 60 lbs. of 
air pressure so we aired it up from 40 lbs. and put the spare on.  Now that we had the spare on, 
the next dilemma was where to put the wide rear tire because there was no way it would fit in 
the trunk.  Finally we managed to wedge it into the rear seat behind Elinor's seat (only after 
bringing the seat full forward).  Knowing that to get to San Antonio it would require traveling on 
I35E (where the average actual speed traveled by Texans "in the slow lane" was at least 80 
mph) would most certainly exceed the "do not exceed 50 mph" warning on the spare and the 
fact that Elinor was fond of breathing and preferred to not travel with her knees in her chest, we 
decided that we needed to find a place in Austin to repair the tire.

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Well, by that time it was 6:30PM on a Friday evening and the prospects of finding a tire 
store open did not look good till I noticed a "Nationally Recognized Store" ahead.  I 
pulled into the parking lot and drove toward the service garage, which much to my sur-
prise was still open. However, there were no cars in the 20 service bays....not a good 
sign.  I located the service manager and explained my situation. He responded that it 
was their policy "not to work on Porsches".  When I inquired whether it was a "Made in 
USA" bias, he indicated they had such a policy because "Porsches are expensive cars 
that would be very costly to replace and repair if they fell off a lift".  I wasn't going to ar-
gue with that logic.  They obviously have good reason to think that every so often a cus-
tomer's car is going to fall off one of their lifts.  Who am I to question their wisdom?   
 
I continued to plead my case, pointing out that they would not really be "working on a 
Porsche", they would just be changing a tire and I would even put the tire back on the car 
if that would help.  Reluctantly he agreed to help me out and I turned my Porsche wheel 
over to two of his highly trained flat fixing specialists.  I interviewed them to make sure 
they had appropriate training and necessary equipment to undertake the task of dis-
mounting and remounting the giant low profile tire since their company policy would not 
allow them to simply plug the tire without removal.  So after an hour working on the tire 
they found a steel sliver in my tire and repaired it.  Finally we were on our way and had 
no further car problems the whole trip.  Had not anticipated such an adventure, but fortu-
nately it had a happy ending.  I pass this story on to everyone in the event they might 
one day have to rely on their "space saver spare".  By the way, it worked just fine for the 
five miles I drove on it. 
 
This month we have lots of activities planned, most notably an Autocross (April 10th), a 
Car Show (April 23rd), a Rock & Roll Party at my house/garage (April 23rd) and finally 
the DE we have been waiting all year for April 30th and May 1st, MAYFAST.  Details on 
all these events are in this copy of our newsletter. 
 
With this great weather I hope everyone is making full use of their cars for what they 
were intended for .... to drive!

The year was 1973 and I had been back from my exotic vacation beating 
the bush in Vietnam a couple of years earlier.  I was attending college at 
Wichita State University on the GI bill and was feeling flush with all that tax 
free combat pay I had accumulated since expenses in the jungle are nil and 
even if you wanted to spend money, you couldn't.   When I returned to the 
"world" from my 15 month tour of duty I returned to find my previously de-
cent 1966 British Racing Green (ñBRGò) MGB in not so great condition.  
Seems that my sister, who I foolish left in charge of my car while I was off 
stopping the spread of Communism in Southeast Asia, had failed to keep 
the top in place, thus ruining the leather interior and trashing the transmis-
sion.  I managed to find suitable college housing close enough to the cam-
pus to defer the need to have wheels for transportation (old frat house with 
five roommates).  I knew that I needed to replace the ailing MGB but was in 
no particular hurry.   
 
While I was out cruising the streets of Wichita one Saturday afternoon I hap-
pened to notice a burgundy 1966 Porsche 912 on the Porsche dealerôs lot 
over in the corner far away from the pristine new and used 911 Porsches.  
With an asking price of $3,000 it was the only Porsche I had ever seen that I 
could actually even consider funding with my GI bill money and part time 
drafting job.  While I had always been an avid car nut and religiously read 
Road & Track magazine, I wasn't too familiar with Porsches other than their 
obvious unique shape and rear engine configuration.  I pulled in the lot to 
kick the tires (but I donôt think they allow that at a Porsche Dealership) and 
ended up being offered the opportunity to actually drive the car.  The sales-
man obviously knew this was the best way to sell a Porsche and he was 
right.  I would subsequently contract a highly contagious condition known as 
ñPorsche Feverò.   
 
The difference between the ride of the Porsche and the MGB was like night 
and day.  The MGB had engine and road vibrations accompanied with en-
gine heat and wind leaks everywhere.  The driving experience of the MGB 
more closely resembled riding a motorcycle rather than driving a car.  Get-
ting into the Porsche for that first ride started with an unfamiliar solid clunk 
of the door shutting and actually creating a seal between you and the world 
outside.  Starting the engine didn't result in the whole car shaking and shim-
mying like I had been accustomed to but rather a subtle purr without any no-
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table vibrations in the passenger compartment.  Once we took to the road 
the differences became even more evident with the agile, light steering re-
placing the heavy steering of the MGB.  When it came time to stop at a 
light, again it stopped like it had power brakes without any pull to one side 
or the other.  While the MGB and Porsche were both sports car of this era, 
the similarity clearly ended with the like classification.  I knew I had to have 
this car!!  After much haggling with the dealer we finally decided on $1800 
plus my finely engineered British Sports Car.  I suspect he only needed 
$2,000 for the Porsche and had allotted me all of $200 for the MGB. 
 
I took the car home and was thrilled to have a new car.  I drove by to pick 
up Elinor, my bride to be, and her reaction was less than ecstatic (probably 
because she owned a white 1968 MGB which she loved...see picture).  Eli-
nor couldn't understand why I would trade in that fine BRG MGB and give 
them money to boot for an odd looking German car.  In her defense, this 
car did have a few flaws which I had overlooked due to my eagerness to 
actually own a "Porsche".  
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The paint had a certain "patina" more commonly referred to as heavily oxi-
dized ñchalky lookingò paint and would only look good for about a week af-
ter waxing.  The rest of the time it looked closer to a primer finish than an 
actual painted car.  I remember once after I had freshly waxed the car one 
weekend a friend commented on the new paint job I had just gotten on the 
car.  That was a bit embarrassing. 
 
The engine was not exactly oil tight.  You could always tell where I have 
been due to the tattle tail oil drips.  Since I was used to driving vehicles that 
were far from pristine and tight, checking engine oil level was a standard 
ritual in the day.  That is, until the time I took off on a trip and forgot to top 
up the oil -----but that's another story that I won't get into here. 
 
Another issue that became painfully apparent over time was the fact that 
the tin worm had taken its toll on this vehicle.  When buying the car I hadn't 
thought anything about the salesman's comment that the car was from 
"New Jersey".   But knowing what I later learned about early Porsches and 
their lack of rust protection at the time, this should have been a red flag.  
Needless to say, over time the familiar clunk sound of shutting the door be-
came not so solid, as the door jams started to literally rust out before my 
very eyes.  I could see that the ñbondo banditsò had previously "repaired" 
these door jams in a not so proper manner.

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Despite Elinor's skepticism about my wisdom in purchasing the Porsche, 
she agreed to marry me and the car was part of the package.  I am sure 
the Porsche purist would look at the attached photo and gasp at the po-
tential damage the shaving cream would have on the pristine finish of 
such a fine automobile, but we all know better. 

 
We kept the 
car for five 
more years 
and when we 
moved to Tul-
sa finally sold 
it to a friend 
who always 
wanted a 
Porsche and 
planned to re-
store it to it's 
former glory.  
Needless to 

say it was not a good candidate for a restoration due to the tin worm, 
however he made an attempt (re-painted it white) before he finally real-
ized what I had realized --- it was too far gone.   
 
Today I own a 1967 912 Porsche (in much better condition) which I pur-
chased primarily due to my fond memories of my first Porsche.  I guess 
over time I had forgotten the shortcomings of the car; that it wasn't par-
ticularly fast and the heat was marginal but it was a car that was and is a 
joy to drive.  By today's vehicle standards, I will have to admit, it is noth-
ing spectacular.  But what it does is take me back in time.  Not neces-
sarily to a time that was better but to a time when I only remembered the 
good memories (undoubtedly a 
memory issue).  In my opinion that is 
what a vehicle should do for you --- it 
should stir something in your soul.   
Porsche has always provided that ex-
perience to me.
