For all those who missed the Renegade Rally Car 
and Motorcycle Show, you have a second 
chance.

The grandkids marveled that my car had actually passed other 
cars and I had to explain to them that is a natural byproduct of being a 
good driver.   Again they asked who was driving the car.  Needless to say 
Saturday was a great session which left everyone at the track wanting 
more!  Then Sunday came and as I prepared to head for the track I 
watched the Doppler radar that was showing rain constantly forming over 
Oklahoma City and heading to Hallett.   
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Unfortunately it wasn't one of those fronts that you can watch and say 
well it looks like in an hour the front will have moved through the area.
