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2011 PCA -Palooza Resonates Success

The best location to view the curvature of the earth is from outer space.
But hundreds of Porschephiles got an up close and personal view of it dur-
ing the 7 ™ Annual PCA -Palooza, recently held in and around Eureka
Springs, Arkansas. Over 350 attendees, more than 200 Porsches from 14
states, ascended to Northwest Arkansas for the three day event Novem-
ber11 -12-13.
Attendees arrived amid crisp breezes
and swirling leaves of red, yellow,
bronze, and brown, along rhythmically
curving, hilly, twisty roads with smooth,
well marked surfaces. That prominent
Arkansas curvature served as a sort of
gym, which provided a workout for
nimble and muscular Porsches of most
all models.

Inn of the Ozarks convention center,
they received a bag, provided by
Bridgestone, filled with assorted goodie
items, their pre -purchasedt -shirts, as
well as door prize and Saturday evening
dinner tickets.

The lot included quite a spectrum of the 911, from
earlier models through the modern version. There were 912s, 914s, 944s,
968s, 928s, Boxsters, Cayennes, Caymans,
i Panameras, a Carrera GT, and even a 550 Spyder
=\ replica.
Also during the afternoon, participants had the op-
~ portunity to test their Porsche knowledge by taking a
tech quiz, created by past PCA national president,
Bob Miller; and/ora  Panorama magazine quiz, creat-
ed by Bo Black. Both were extremely difficult, as
Porsche history is so long and varied.
The Bridgestone people put on an interesting and in-
formative tire tech session where those in attend-
& ance learned specialized information which will be in-
valuable when they re  -tire.
The Taste of the South buffet and awards ceremony
highlighted the Saturday evening proceedings. As at-
tendees arrived at the convention center,
on their favorite door prizes, enjoyed the cash bar, then filed through the
sumptuous buffet for items which included a multi -item salad table, and
entrees such as fried chicken, gumbo, tilapia, ribs, and crab legs, along
with a variety of sides. Coffee was
served, and French silk pie and apple
cobbler were available.
