Porsche again was the 
clear winner with a sticker price of the Panamera S at about half the price of the 
Rapide.  After discussing with the salesman the less 
than stellar past dependability issues of the Aston 
Martin Marque, I concluded this beauty could very 
well be a ñhigh maintenance beautyò and we all know 
you can only afford one of these in your life.
